Sapporo (札幌), pop. 1,897,000, the capital of Hokkaido, Japan’s
northernmost prefecture, functions efficiently as the hub of the
island in the fields of politics, culture and economy. Located in
the scenic central part of Hokkaido, the nation’s 5th largest city
also boasts an abundance of tourist attractions, enticing millions
of visitors all year round. Sapporo is a relatively newly developed
city. Its full-scale development, along with that of the vast island
itself, began in 1869 when the Japanese government established
the Hokkaido Colonization Office.
Unlike any other city in Japan, it forms a vast green land of many

parks. The streets are laid out in checkerboard fashion and are
also named and numbered consecutively. Sapporo's lifestyle is
also very unique, as the citizenry evokes a pioneer spirit, rather
than being bound by centuries of tradition.
Sapporo is the air gateway to Hokkaido, a starting point for a
tour of the island. With its two airports––New Chitose and
Okadama––the capital city is conveniently connected to Honshu,
the main island, as well as to the main cities of Hokkaido. The
city is also linked with Hakodate, a major gateway to Hokkaido,
by limited express trains that take about 3 hrs. 30 min.
