Mt. Hakodate (E&ELL), alt. 334 m, 2.5 km southwest of
Hakodate Sta. can be ascended by bus in 30 min. from the sta-
tion or 3 min. by ropeway from the foot of the mountain. The
summit commands a panoramic view of the city. Hakodate
enjoys an established reputation for its splendid night view of the
city. The ropeway is operated 9:00-22:00 (During Golden week
holidays, Jul. 25—Aug. 20), 10:00-22:00 (April. 26—Oct. 31),
10:00-21:00 (Nov. I-April. 25), 10:00-18:00 (Dec.31-Jan.l) ¥640
(one-way) and ¥1,160 (round-trip). From mid-Nov. to late Apr.,
only the ropeway is available as the road and the walking trail to
Mt. Hakodate are closed.

Russian Orthodox Church (/\) X b ZIE#%), 2 km south-
west of Hakodate Station is a 10-min. walk from the Jujigai
Streetcar Stop or a 7-min. walk from the old Public Hall of
Hakodate Ward, both located in Motomachi at the northeast
foot of Mt. Hakodate. The present sublime Bizantine-style
church was reconstructed on the site in 1916, after the original
building was destroyed by fire.

Goryokaku Park (Z#2B/AE), a five-cornered fort, about 4
km northeast of Hakodate Sta. 15 min. by bus or 15 min. on foot
from Goryokaku-Koen-mae Streetcar Stop, is Japan’s first
Western-style fort. The fort was completed in 1864 after 7
years of hard work, and is constructed in the shape of a star.
Goryokaku Park is also well-known for its 1,660 beautiful cherry
trees. From the observation platform of the 90-m Goryokaku
Tower in the park, you can get a bird’s-eye view of the
Goryokaku and the surrounding area. The tower is opened daily
8:00—-19:00 (Apr. 21-Oct. 20), 9:00-18:00 (Oct. 21-Nov. 30 &
Mar. |-Apr. 20) and 9:00—19:00 (Dec. —Feb.). Admission: ¥840.
Cape Tachimachi (IZFFIF), |5-min. walk from the Yachigashira
Streetcar Stop, is famous for its panoramic view and splendid
striped cliffs at the base of Mt. Hakodate.

Yachigashira Spa (B8R R), 7-min. walk from the
Yachigashira Streetcar Stop, is a mammoth public bathhouse
accommodating 600 people, open 6:00-21:30, closed on Jan. |

Yunokawa Spa (FD/I:&R), the oldest hot-spring resort in
Hokkaido, 7 km southeast of Hakodate Sta. is accessible in 30
min. by frequently-operated streetcars or |5 min. by bus. There
is a tranquil feeling in the town, although it is a prominent hot-
spring resort in Hakodate with about 30 Ryokan (Japanese-style
hotels) situated on both sides of the Matsukura River, which
flows through the town into the Straits of Tsugaru.

Trappistine Convent ( k7 £ X F X{&38R%), about 4 km from
Yunokawa Spa, is reached in 10 min. from Yunokawa Spa or 40
min. from Hakodate Sta., both by bus. Stop at Yunokawa-
Danchi-Kitaguchi Bus Stop. It is a 15-min. walk from the stop. Or
stop at Trappistine-iriguchi Bus Stop, then 8-min. walk from the
stop. Founded in 1898. The present order includes about 65
Trappistine sisters, who lead a devout religious life. The convent

| ONUMA I

Onuma (X&), a small town located just
north of Hakodate, is the gateway to Onuma
Quasi-National Park in Nanae-cho which con-
tains a trio of lakes beneath Mt. Komagatake,
the volcano that formed the lakes when it
erupted. There are several camping grounds
on the shores of the lakes, as well as a net-
work of hiking trails. The main lakes, Lake
Onuma and Lake Konuma, meaning “big” lake
and “little” lake repectively, are really one big
lake separated by a road and rail bridge.

Nanae-cho (Nanae Town) is located on the
Oshima Peninsula of Hokkaido, Japan's north-
ernmost major island, and is famous for
Onuma Quasi-National Park. Itis 16 km from
the center of the port city of Hakodate.
Nanae-cho was the first to start foreign
exchange in Hokkaido. On the community
level, the townspeople have become very

active in activities such as writing and perform-
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ing plays, showing traditional Japanese taiko
drumming and writing songs to convey various
aspects of Nanae-cho with hopes of enriching
the town.
