Places of Interest:
Chirihama Beach Scenic Drive (千里浜なぎさドライブウェ
イ), 20 min. walk from Hakui Sta., extending for a distance of 8
km between Imahama and Chirihama beaches, presenting mag-
nificent scenery as one drives along the beach.
Noto-Kongo (能登金剛), a 14 km scenic stretch of coast
between Fukura (福良) and Togi (富来: 1 hr. 5 min. by bus
from Hakui Sta.), is noted for its oceanic beauty marked by fan-
tastic rock formations. Noto-Kongo Pleasure Boat is useful to
visit dynamic and strange-looking rocks of Noto-Kongo such as
Takasu Rock, Ganmon and Goban Island. Operating hours: 8:00-
16:00, Apr. 1-mid-Nov. Cruising time: 20 min. Fee: ¥1,000.
Ganmon (巌門): A translucent cave mouth, 6 meters wide, 15
meters tall, 60 meters deep, and permeated with cape bedrock,
where long ago, Minamoto Yoshitsune and his followers are said
to have hidden themselves from Minamoto Yoritomo.

Wajima (輪島), pop. 32,000, is noted for its lacquerware
known as Wajima-nuri, chiefly consisting of household utensils.
The city is particularly featured by the Morning Fair held on the
Asaichi-dori Avenue (朝市通り) from 8:00 to 12:00 daily,
except for the 10th and 25th of each month and Jan. 1-3, with
stands set up by women from fishing villages and nearby farms to
sell farm products. In the city, all within easy walking distance,
are Wajima Lacquer Hall (輪島漆器会館), where one can
observe Wajima lacquerware process (admission: ¥200, open: 
8:30–17:00), Lacquer Craft Hall (うるし工芸作品会館), which
offers a screen show of some 30 master works of lacquer paint-
ings (open: 9:00–17:00), and Kiriko House (キリコ会館), where
“Kiriko”, tall and majestic festival lanterns are exhibited (open:
8:00–17:00, admission: ¥600.)

Noto Peninsula (能登半島), projecting into the Japan Sea,
makes up the northern half of Ishikawa Prefecture. While the
west coast is rugged and eroded, the east coast is calm and
favored by many indentations which shelter the coastline.

Covered almost entirely by mountains and hills, and washed by
the Japan Sea, the peninsula is noted for its wild and picturesque
scenery.
