Major Places of Interest:

Fukuyama and Vicinity
Fukuyama Castle Museum (福山城博物館), 5-min. walk from
Fukuyama Sta. A five-storied donjon which was originally built in
1619 and rebuilt after World War II, is now open to the public
as a museum of historical materials. Open: 9:00–17:00. Closed:
Mon. Admission: ¥200. Fushimi Turret and Sujigane Gate in the
castle park are designated as an Important Cultural Property.
Myooin Temple (明王院), 7 min. by Tomotetsu Bus (for
Tomoko) from Fukuyama Sta. to Kusado-ohashi Bus Stop, then
10-min. walk. This Shingon-sect temple was built by Kobo Daishi
in 807. The five-storied pagoda and the main temple hall are pre-
served as National Treasures.
Rose Park (ばら公園), 15–20-min. walk from Fukuyama Sta.
The spacious park which is famous for 5,500 rose bushes of vari-
ous species is especially beautiful in May and in Oct. when the
roses are in bloom.
Tomonoura (鞆ノ浦), 30 min. by Tomotetsu Bus (for
Tomonoura or Tomoko) from Fukuyama Sta., is the old port
town rich in history. Ankokuji Temple (安国寺), Open:
8:00–17:00 Admission: ¥150, Nunakuma Shrine (沼名前神社)
Open: 9:00–16:00, and Taichoro (対潮楼) of Fukuzenji
Temple (福禅寺) Open: 9:00–17:00 Admission: ¥200, which
overlooks the picturesque Inland Sea can be visited on foot or by
bicycle. Rental bicycles are available at the parking office beside
the municipal boat pier (市営渡船場) for ¥300 for 2 hrs.

Abutokannon Temple (阿伏兎観音), 50 min. by Tomotetsu
Bus (for Abuto) from Fukuyama Sta., then 15-min. walk, or 8-
min. by taxi from Tomonoura dedicated to Kannon, Goddess of
Mercy, stands on a cliff where one can enjoy the view of the sea.
Open: 8:00–17:00. Admission: ¥100
Japan Footwear Museum (日本はきもの博物館) and Japan
Folk Toy & Doll Museum (日本郷土玩具博物館), 5-min. walk
from JR Matsunaga Sta., which is 10 min. by JR Sanyo Line from
JR Fukuyama Sta. Various kinds of footwear of the world such as
wooden clogs, which are famous products of Matsunaga Town,
are displayed at Japan Footwear Museum. Various kinds of folk
toys and dolls from all over Japan are displayed at Japan Folk Toy
& Doll Museum. Open: 9:00–17:00 (Entry before 16:30).
Admission to enter both museums: ¥1,000.
Kannabe Honjin (神辺本陣), 10-min. walk from Kannnabe Sta.
on JR Fukuen Line, is the inn for feudal lords in the Edo Period,
still remains.
Taishakukyo Gorge (帝釈峡), 2 hrs. 30 min. from Fukuyama
by bus (2 runs a day) to Shinryu Lake (神龍湖), or by JR to Tojo
Sta., extends over 18km along the Taishaku River in the north-
ern part of Hiroshima Prefecture. Walking through Eimyoji
Temple (永明寺), Hakuundo Limestone Cave (白雲洞
Open: 9:00–17:00. Admission: ¥250) and Onbashi (雄橋) natur-
al rock bridge is especially enjoyable in spring and in autumn.
Closed: Wed. 40–min.｠tour by sightseeing boat on Lake Shinryu
is available Apr.–early Dec. from near Momiji-bashi Bridge. Fare:
¥1,000
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Mihara
Mt. Hitsuei (筆影山), 20 min. by taxi from Mihara Sta. From the
top, one can enjoy a grand view of the Seto Inland Sea and
Shikoku.
Buttsuji Temple (佛通寺), 40 min. by Mihara-Shiei Bus for
Buttsuji from Mihara Sta. (4 runs a day), the old Zen temple built
in 1397 is surrounded by thick wooded cedar trees where stat-
ues of disciples of Buddha are also placed.

Takehara
Takehara (竹原), 30 min. by JR Kure Line from Mihara Sta. is
the city called Little Kyoto because the streets still have the old
merchants’ houses of the Edo Period including the Old
Residence of Koresuga Rai (頼惟清旧宅) and Matsuzaka’s
Residence (松坂邸) as well as Shorenji Temple (照蓮寺) and
Fumeikaku in Saihoji Temple (西方寺普明閣).

Innoshima Island
1 Suigunjo Castle (水軍城), 20 min. by bus from Habu Port
to Suigunjo-iriguchi, is the reproduction of the only one castle
of the Murakami Pirates who were active from the 14th to 16th
century in the Inland Sea. In this castle-shaped museum, the
relics are exhibited. Open: 9:30–17:00. Admission: ¥310.

Ikuchijima Island
2 Kosanji Temple · Kosanji Temple Museum (耕三寺・耕
三寺博物館), 25 min. by high speed boat from Mihara Port to
Setoda Port, then 10-min. walk from Setoda Port, is the temple
complex built in 1936 by a businessman from this island in
dedication to the memory of his mother. About 20 various
structures in the compound are modeled after the famous
edifices of each era, including Horyuji Temple’s Dream Hall in
Nara and Byodoin Temple’s Phoenix Hall in Kyoto. The temple
is called Nikko of the West, because of the elaborate Koyomon

Gate which looks like the Yomeimon Gate in Nikko. Open:
9:00–17:00. Admission: ¥1,200.
3 Hirayama Ikuo Museum of Art (平山郁夫美術館) 10-min.
walk from Setoda Port, exhibits the Japanese-style paintings of
Ikuo Hirayama, noted master artist from Setoda Town. His
Buddhism-related paintings are world famous. Visitors will find
out the origin of his art through the picture diaries of his primary
school days and the sketches of his art school days. Collection
of his drawings and sketches will make you understand the
process of his production. Open: 9:00–17:00 (enter before
16:30). Closed: irregularly. Admission: ¥700–¥1,000. (depends
on exhibition)
4 Kojoji Temple (向上寺), 10-min. walk from Setoda Port. is
the temple built on a hill in 1403 has a three-storied pagoda
which is designated as a National Treasure. Ikuo Hirayama often
played here in childfood.

Omishima Island
Omishima Island (大三島) is the fourth largest island in the
Inland Sea where sea bathers congregate in the summer.
Autumn is a harvest time of delicious mandarin oranges for both
islanders and visitors.
5 Oyamazumi Shrine (大山祗神社), 1km east of Miyaura Port,
was first established in 719 and rebuilt in 1427. The shrine
houses huge collection of suits of armor, helmets and other
samurai arms accessories that makes this shrine famous
nationwide. These properties had been dedicated to the shrine
by victorious samurai warriors and generals from ancient times
to the end of the feudal period. The treasure house contains
almost 80 percent of the nation’s National Treasures and
Important Cultural Properties in the category of samurai arms.
Open: 8:30–17:00 (enter before 16:30). Admission: ¥1,000.
